Happy New Year. This note is really an expression of our thanksgiving to God for
all His goodness to us. When International Ministries came up with the new phi-
losophy of Missionary Partnership Team (MPT), we did not know what to do. Not
being of American origin made things worse for us. We felt that without an MPT, we
were not going to be able to continue serving with the Board of International Minis-
tries. The MPT idea haunted us day and night.

Time and time again, we went to bed worrying about the MPT and the quota of
money we needed to raise in order to continue serving in Haiti. Many ideas were
floating in our mind and sometimes we were very discouraged. We counted on two
very close friends, both pastors who are now resting with the Lord. Our situation
worsened when these two dear friends went home to be with the Maker of the uni-
verse. We did not know what else to do.

We felt that it was the end of our ministry in Haiti. Kihomi, the Chaplain of the family
came up with an inspiring idea in our family prayer time. Here is a line of her daily
prayer:

“God send us your angels to be part of our MPT. We don’t know what else to do...”
God heard the cries of our hearts and did send us His angels. Our MPT is based in
a new area with all new people to us. We are thankful to God for our MPT mem-
bers.

We also praise God for the many churches and individuals who sacrificially have
adopted us and give to our cause so that we can continue serving in Haiti, the coun-
try we have come to love and to cherish. Our MPT would be unable without the
support of the churches and individuals, who pray for us daily, write to us and sup-
port us.

KITCHEN UPDATE

As most of you may know, early in January
we suffered extensive damage to the church
kitchen. A concealed valve in the soffet over
the stoves parted from the connecting pipe
and allowed 180 degree water directly from
the boilers to cascade on to one stove, the mi-
crowave and surrounding cabinets and floor.

The humidity in the fellowship hall was so
high that the blades on some of the fans
warped, the finish on the piano was damaged
and the finish on some of the tiles in the fel-
lowship hall was affected.

In the kitchen, because of the damage
caused by the hot water and the humidity, we
will be replacing all the cabinets, countertops,
both stoves (smooth top electric), the micro-
wave, (with two over the stove units) the floor-
ing and both fans. The flooring, cabinet ma-
terial, backsplash and countertop material
have been selected and ordered. Layout draw-
ings that show how the kitchen will look are
available for viewing in the church office. An
April completion date is anticipated. Roth
Reconstruction of Olds is in charge of the
project. Any questions should be addressed
to your Property Trustee, Ted Ogier.

Thanks to all who helped with cleanup
and with time given to help select compo-
nents for the new kitchen.
