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When asked why they don’t go to church,
many unchurched in our country answer the
same things. They say that church is stuffy,
judgmental, and fake. People put on plastic
smiles, sit quietly, and then go about their
lives. Most of all, it's boring. And
unchurched people don't just say that about
church, they say it about Christians. Of
course we're all boring; after all, we can’t
do anything fun. It's against the rules.

That's not true, is it?2 Is it?2 Sometimes | start
to think that we are a boring lot. Somehow
we have taken the adventure out of being a
Christian.

But let’s look at the story of Scripture. God
created all that we see; even us. And He
was so excited about us that He said that all
He made was “good”. (When God says
something is good, it's far from boring.)

And what an adventure it must have been to
be in the Garden of Eden; walking and talk-
ing with God, and hanging out with the ani-
mals. Then because of a talking snake, the
first people disobeyed and the whole world
changed. This is not boring stuff.

Through the rest of the Old Testament, peo-
ple tried to follow God and stay in His fa-
vor; through war, miracles, and all sorts of
craziness. (A donkey even talked one day.)

And here comes the climax: Jesus came as
God in the flesh. He challenged the bore-
dom of religion and the supposed “life” that

people live without Him. He told cryptic sto-
ries, healed people, hung out with bad peo-
ple, argued with the good people, rioted in
the Temple, and then was killed for it. Noth-
ing in His 33 short years was boring. He was
surrounded by excitement. (Even His birth
was exciting.)

Then He rose from the dead and changed the
world He had created.

How in the world could we be boring if this is
the God we serve? Ancient Celtic Christians
called God The Wild Goose; explaining that
He is neither tamed nor tamable. C.S. Lewis’
representation of Jesus was a lion named
Aslan, who was described as far from tame;
but good.

It's about time we start to chase the Wild
Goose. We think of a wild goose chase as a
vain chase that leads nowhere. But this Wild
Goose will lead us on an adventure that is
unrivaled without Him.

Our God is not boring, no matter how hard
we try to tame Him. Instead of clipping the
Wild Goose’s feathers, let’s go after Him. I'm
tired of being boring. I'm tired of worrying
about security and comfort. Adventure isn’t
easy, isn’t always popular, and goes against
our instincts. But let’s get off the couch and
go anyway. Throw caution to the wind and

trust the Wild Goose.
